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Patient Name: Ibrahim Shalal
Age: 35 years' old
Historical Review:

This adult man is a victim of blast injury before two months.
He was admitted in neurosurgical department in which
resuscitation and emergency care was done, then he was refered
to Ibin-Sina Hospital and then to Balad Military Hospital in
which decompression coniectomy with shell removal from right
frontal lobe was done. He stayed there for one month and then
returned back to our hospital (Al-Jerahat Surgical Subspeciality
Hospital) in neurosurgical department (eleventh floor). He was
complaining from dense paraplegia, sensory loss below D4
level, respiratory difficulty, depression, and sphincter control
loss. As he has had respiratory difficulty, consultation to
anaesthetist was done who admitted him to Respiratory care unit
for ventilation support. In the RCU he was gradually improving

in respiratory and neurosurgical status along one month.

NOW IN EXAMINATION:

Patient is fully conscious

Depressed
Spontaneous breathing (tracheostomy)

Enteral feeding through the mouth
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All investigations about normal values

Neurological Examination:

Paraplegic (both lower limb grade zero)
Sensory level D5
Upper limb left grade 4, right grade 3

Current Medications:

IV fluid, Calcium ampule and tablet, solvodin syrup.
Two bed sore: One in occipital area healed and the

other one in the sacral area under current treatment.
Imaging:

Cervical CT-scan show small shell outside the spinal

canal near spinous process of C6, C7 from right side,

very small stable fracture of right lamina of C6, no

feature of cord compression, normal vertebral

column alignment.

Summery:

Patient is conscious, paraplegic, spontaneous breathing, no
significant cervical fracture. He is now stable and can withstand

transfer with caution to respiratory status.
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
